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The Present Situation and Ploblems on Childcare Support Systems of Enterprises in

Ehime Prefecture.

This study examines the state of childcare support of enterprises in Ehime Pre-
fecture.
The results suggest that:
1) After the amendment of the Child and Family Care Leave Law, many enterprises
have introduced the system of maternity(paternity) leaves, but the system in question
was no more than minimum standard.
2) As for the introduction of childcare support system , enterprises in the south district
of Ehime Pref.are not so advanced as those in the center of Ehime Pref.
3) Large-scale enterprises and public enterprises are more advanced than the small-
scale enterprises with regard to the introducetion of the childcare systems, but some of
small scale enterprises had better childcare systems for enployees than most large-scale
enterprises.
4) Many enterprises had difficulties in hiring substitute employees for the users of the
system of maternity(paternity) leaves.
5)Among the user of the childcare support systems were not found males.

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An Analysis on Possible Influence on Peace
of Conscientious Objection

In this paper, I would like to argue a possible effect on peace of conscien-
tious objection, I mean, military service refusal. Conscientious Objection is
basically an individual action which a person should alone do. There is a
potential possibility that such an action could lead a decisive impact not only on
politics of a state but also influence on people,s way of thinking in a society. We
can see such a typical example in Germany and recently in Israel. First I will
survey consolidation process of right to conscientious objection post-war time in
international level. Second, I will show the cases in Germany. In East German
society, active civil movements were brought by military service objectors and the
change of meaning of conscription in West- and united Germany. And lastly, I
want to analyse a possible effect of new conscientious objection with an example

of Israel.

1. Right to Conscientious Objection in post-War International Society
In Europe and the United States, people have developed the ideas that every
citizen has the right not to serve in an army, because of their conscience. Right
to refuse conscript service is product of a modern state. Freedom of conscience
should be guaranteed as a basic human right. So the state established civil
service as an alternative. However, this right has been achieved in reality only
after the two world wars. During the two world wars, conscientious objectors
were severely punished and not a few of them were executed in many countries.
The Convention on the Prevention and Punishment of the Crime of Genocide
(General Assembly resolution 260 A(IID) of 9 December 1948) prohibits destructive
acts that are directed against a national, ethnic, racial or religious group by any
person, and makes genocide a crime under international law. In this case, the
individual is not only entitled, for reasons of conscience, to refuse to participate
in genocide; he is even obliged to abstain from such participation, since he is
criminally liable under article IV of the Convention, whether he is a constitution-
ally responsible ruler, public official, or private individual. _
The Nuernberg principles, contained in the Charter of the Nuernberg Tribunal,
and reaffirmed in General Assembly resolution 95(I) of 11 December 1946, make
the individual personally responsible for certain actions contrary to international
law, whether or not he has taken part in the decision-making process. There is
not only a right to object to participation but also an obligation to do so in order
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to avoid criminal liability. Senior officer’s orders are no longer a excuse for
committing war crimes. This has become validated through court decisions in
Strausbourg. Formal acceptance of the right of conscientious objection and of
alternative civilian service has become a hallmark of most liberal Western parlia-
mentary democracies. In short, after World War II and the Holocaust, to refuse
senior officer’s orders became rather a duty, when the order is inhuman or
unlawful.

The situation of conscientious objection varies greatly from country to
country, due to differences in military systems, social situations and historical
backgrounds. But one noticeable development in European countries is that
defending one’s state with arms is no longer a citizen’s duty which takes
precedence to one’s conscience. A citizen’s right to conscientious objection is
respected, even for an active soldier at least in idea.

The movement for such recognition was projected onto the international stage
in 1987, when the United Nation’s Human Rights Commission adopted a resolu-
tion specifically urging universal recognition of the right of conscientious objection.
Virtually every Western nation voted in favour. In short, developments toward the
expansion and legitimating of conscientious objection were most evident in West-
ern democracies. In October 1989, the European Parliament adopted a resolution
calling for “the right to be granted to all conscripts to refuse military service,
whether armed or unarmed, on grounds of conscience” and urging that “declara-
tion setting out the individual’s motives should suffice in order to obtain the
status of conscientious objector”. The Parliament also urged that the right to
civilian alternative service for conscientious objectors be recognized in the Euro-
pean Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms.
In 1990 a similar standard was proposed by the thirty-five-nation Conference on
" Security and Cooperation in Europe (CSCE).

Each person, who is obliged to do military service, is not alone against the
state. He/she can be supported by organizations as the Central Committee for
Conscientious Objectors, the War Resisters League, and the National Inter-reli-
gious Service Board for Conscientious Objectors. A broad coalition of groups,
particularly since the 1960s, has pressed for liberalization and secularization of
the standards for conscientious objection. The groups have been joined by
mainstream religious bodies and civil liberties agencies and by international
human rights agencies such as Amnesty International and the Commission on
Human Rights of the United Nations.

Especially in Germany, conscientious objection have made great influences in

society and national systems. Because of the history of the two world wars,

especially Nazi experience, and as its consequence, division of the country pre-
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pared special situation for conscientious objection. First, there was strong adher-
ence to peace among people in Germany. And also people had to reflect their
obedience even to illegal orders of military officers brought genocide. Nuernberg
trial confirmed the idea, that each individual is responsible for crime against
humanity though he had to follow his officer’s order. Second, Germany was
divided into two due to the Cold War. Each army of both sides was completely
connected with its allied armies. Shooting each other among German was the

most possible case for soldiers of both sides.

2. Conscientious Objectors: Core of Active Civil Movements in German Demo-
cratic Republic.

In 1961, the Berlin wall was build and general compulsory military service was
put into force in January of the following year. Only a few young people, which
were just some 0.2 % of all persons liable for military service, refused to serve in
the army at the beginning of the conscription. Although they were few, they did
not fulfil their duty which the state required, and were therefore arrested. KEach
person’s decision to protect his own consciences forced the government to cope with
conscientious objection. In 1963, the government began to consider the issue of
how to cope with those citizens who neglected their duty. The German Democratic
Republic Defence Council ordered the introduction of “construction units
(Baueinheiten)” within the National People’s Army in 1964. Soldiers in this unit
served without weapons.

The construction unit was considered as an alternative service, but it did
not guarantee the right to conscience. Construction Unit soldiers had military
officers and they were obliged to make a promise of loyalty in which they stated
that they would fight against all enemies and obey their superiors unconditionally.
In short, while not actually carrying arms, they were nevertheless soldiers. In the
army, they were subjected to ill treatment and harassment. Moreover, the threat
of lifelong discrimination at finding employment or studying at universities after
their service was very real. Service in the Construction Units was always a
highly compromising choice for young people. They suffered guilty to their
consciences because they did not refuse a service in an army in order to avoid the
legal sanctions imposed on those who objected. Through their experiences in the
Construction Units, conscientious objectors acknowledged the necessity of orga-
nized movements for peace.

The Construction Units provided young people with a place to meet each
other. Their network activities gave East German citizens information about
conscientious objection and showed that it was indeed possible in reality. From the
late 60’s there were many small groups in many areas of the country, working
toward peace. Leading figures of important civil groups were the people who
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refused to take any weapons in their hands.

A steadily growing number of objectors, keeping in touch, meeting and
discussing issues such as peace, human rights and environmental problems
provided a vital nucleus for unofficial civil movements during the 80s. They
contributed to the “change” in 1989 through their active engagement for constraint
free society. They were therefore able to play an important role, when the

socialist government was to eventually fall.

3. More Conscientious Objectors than Soldiers in the Federal Republic of Germany

The West Germany guaranteed the right to conscientious objection in the
Basic Law. The Basic Law of the Federal Republic of Germany adopted in 1949
was the first constitution that ever stipulates the right of conscientious objection.
Article 4 of the Basic Law states: “No one shall be forced to do war service with
arms against one’s conscience.” It was 7 yeas before the ratification of general
conscription. After FRG joined NATO and subsequently reintroduced conscription
in 1956, federal legislation specified that “any person who opposes armed conflict
between states” should be assigned to alternative civilian service or, if the draftee
requested it, to non-combatant service in the military.

Up to mid 1960s the number of conscientious objectors was less than 0.5% of
that of eligible for conscription. They were absolute minorities. They were
religiously motivated, and most of them were Ehova’s Witness. In the late 1960s,
the number of conscientious objectors has raised dramatically. Many people were
against the war in Vietnam and protested through anti-war peace movements in
Germany.

Since 1973, the official term has been changed into “civil service” from
“alternative civilian service”. This reflects the growing equivalency of civilian and
" military service. By the 1984 authorities accepted conscientious objection with
. little more than pro forma declarations on the part of the objectors. The Federal
Office of Civilian Service merely checks written applications to see that they
correspond with the legal requirements. Administrative responsibility of civil
service has been also shifted from the Ministry of Defence to the Ministry of
Youth, Family Affairs, Women and Health. After this change, more and more
young people eligible for service choose to serve as a “Zivi’, not as a soldier. At
last the number of conscientious objectors exceeded that of conscripts in 1999.
The Majority of them work in hospitals or facilities for seniors or disabled people.
In Germany civilian community service is considered more important for the
people than conscription into the armed forces. The community service becomes
an indispensable part of the social welfare system. Germany’s civilian service
program is by far the most extensive system of alternative service in the world.

The number of Zivis is still growing.
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4. New Movement by Conscientious Objectors in Israel

In Israel, men and women a like, are obliged to serve in the army. Unlike
the guarantee of right to conscientious objection in Germany, Israeli people
basically are not able to gain conscientious objector’s status. dJust the students in
specific religion are excluded from military duties. Only female conscripts can be
posted non-combatant section in the army. A man must serve for 3 years at the
age of 18 and women for one year. Male officers continue their duty for further
one year and female officers for further 9 months. Male officers and soldiers
serve as reservists for about 30 days every year until the age of 45. In contrast
to the people in Germany, who normally have to face the question of conscientious
objection once in their whole lives, Israeli people face this theme each year
continually. 172,500 are in the regular army and 425,000 are reservists. For
much of Israel’s history, serving in the reserves for a few weeks a year until well
into middle age was regarded as an honour.

Since the beginning of the intifada in September 2000 to the middle of
March 2002, Israeli security forces in the occupied territories killed 1,007 Pales-
tinians, of whom 189 were minors and 213 members of the Palestinian security
forces, and wounded thousands. Many of the casualties were unarmed civilians
who were injured during dispersal of demonstrations near checkpoints or Israeli
Defence Force positions, or by indiscriminate shooting at their homes, according to
Ron Dudai of Yesh Gvul(= There is a limit in Hebrew.), a group that monitors and
encourages objectors. It is difficult to find a sufficient reason to kill civilians; they
are often children and women. Not only their lives, but also their families are
threatened to death in everyday life. Facing this situation, over 60 eighteen year
old high school students made clear, that they would not serve in the Israel Army
in 2001. They believed that oppression by force placed on the Palestinian would
continue the vicious circle of hate and would not solve any problems.

+ Ishai Menuvhin, spokesman for Yesh Gvul said, “more and more soldiers are
not willing to take part in occupation, partly for moral reasons. But others dont
want to risk their lives for stupid politics. People think I only have one life but
will not be willing to lose it to defend a settlement.” According to the group, more
than 400 Israelis have refused to serve in the occupied territories since the
current intifada erupted. About 40 have been given relatively short prison
sentences until 1. February 2002.

The grounds for rejection of military service in occupied territories are
included in the military regulation, which states “you should not obey the order,
when you judge it as unlawful”. This judgment pertaining to a case, in which
approximately 50 people in an Arabic village were killed by Israel soldiers in
1956, was against a soldier, who claimed he was just obeying orders. The decision
stated that a soldier must obey his conscience instead of an order. This is
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recognized internationally, as I mentioned above.

The ideas that, an active soldier should refuse unlawful order, is shared by
some military officials, too. Ami Ayalon, the recent head of the Israeli internal
security service Shin Bet and former admiral in the Israel Navy, says in the
interview with Channel 1 Television on 1. February 2002. He is concerned about
illegal orders given in the territories. Soldiers should not obey orders that were
“blatantly illegal”. “As far as I'm concerned, too few soldiers are refusing such
orders. For example, an order to shoot an unarmed youth is a blatantly illegal
order. I am very worried by the number of Palestinian children shot in the past
year.” A former admiral supports the idea of Nuerunberg trial and requires each
soldier not to obey orders.

In spite of harsh treatment by the government and bare discrimination
among people in the society, their action provoked a great dispute among the
people. Those who refuse to join the army are harshly criticised by many people
and labelled traitors and coward, but at the same time they are encouraged by
others as people of principles from around the world. The government is able to
punish them by imprisonment which normally lasts for a year and a conscientious
objector will never be able to work as a public official. They should be prepared
to loose many of their friends and strong opposition from their relatives. It is far
more difficult for Israelis to oppose military service than in Germany. Therefore,
however, it creates greater impact on society and policies.

Many combat reservists, soldiers and officers have come forward publicly.
Hundreds of reservists are refusing to serve in the Palestine occupied area. At
the end of January 2002, 50 reservists announced a letter of objection in a
newspaper. In a petition that has been posted on the internet, the officers and
combat soldiers refuse to “continue to fight beyond the 1967 borders in order to
dominate, expel, starve and humiliate an entire people.” Here we can see that
they have clear aim to influence a specific policy. These men, many of whom have
served as reservists in Lebanon and the occupied territories, don’t want to leave
the army. They say the aim is to launch a broad .social campaign to force Israel
to withdraw from Palestinian areas and remove Jewish settlers. The petition is
being organized by a pair of reserve lieutenants in their twenties. “You can be
the best officer, always be the first... and suddenly you are asked to do things
that should not be asked of you — to shoot people, to stop ambulances, to destroy
houses in which you don’t know if there are people living.” More and more
reservists signed the letter and the number has reached over 330 in summer
2001. Though those who made clear not to serve in Israeli Army or military
duties in occupied areas remain absolute Minorities, they could raise active
dispute relating with policy against Palestinians. Because they are conspicuous by

its rareness, and also the government needs reservists for enforcement of its
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policy.

Conclusion

In GDR people’s conscience has contributed to change social milieu and
contributed to the “change” in 1989. Although conscientious objectors were a few,
they still had a substantial impact by presenting a new ideas and possibilities to
citizens. And they provided a chance for all citizens to say “no” to government
policies. In FRD, the military service objectors have influenced the state policy
with their large quantities and the state had to withdraw the examination of one’s
conscience by the board. This has changed the meaning of conscription. Each
conscript can choose service in the army or civilian service. And now originally
“alternative civil service” has become the major in quantity and service in the
army the minorities. These conscientious objectors, Zivis, play an important role
in social welfare and they send a message to the society, their preference to non-
violent way of approach to disputes. Zivis are now rather higher evaluated than
conscripts in the army among people in Germany.

We can see that conscientious objection was a really sensitive matter in
Germany during the Cold War. Therefore Federal Republic of Germany could
develop the world most extensive system for conscientious objectors. However they
don’t exercise influence to individual policy. The army in Germany doesn’t need
large quantity any more after the cold war. Though the army has difficulties to
get good soldiers, the number of Zivis doesn’t matter. It is theoretically possible
for a soldier in the German army to be conscientious objector, but it is not
possible to know, how many soldiers claim for the status. It is because the
number of conscientious objectors in the army is considerably small and because
of the system, which has other ways to get out of the army.

In contrast to that, conscientious objection in Israel could exercise potential
influence on specific policy. For the people in Israel, conscientious objection is a
means to deny the policy against the Palestinian people. They can exercise bigger
influence, when the reservists in war time refuse to go to occupied territories.
They now have grounds for rejection, which has developed in international society
since World War II. A government can no longer expect that all nations will
follow its orders. Each individual has the right and duty to judge whether an
order is inhuman or unlawful. _

Three aspects of impact through conscientious objection on peace can be
observed. One is peace for every conscript. It is important that no one should
be enforced to use violence against one’s will. Next impact is on a society. The
existence of conscientious objectors can show the people that to say “no, I wont
go to war” is not coward, but it is rational to say so. Father more it can have
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a positive meaning for the policy and the society. Lastly, influence to the policy.
As conscription requires an individual not only to keep the state’s rules, but also
to carry out state’s policy with arms, each individual can make one’s attitude clear
by refusing required military duty. And by doing so, can influence the governmen-
tal policies. New possibility of conscientious objection is to refuse specific wars or
military operations by active soldiers, officers and reservists. They can and must
themselves judge the state’s policy in direct way. For the military, it will be
difficult to do such an action, which violates international law.

We should note that these influences are brought by each person who
refuses military service. Not only at the chance of draft, but continuously. Not
only pacifists, but also military officers can excercise their right to conscientious
objection. These ideas are applicable for the nations without conscription. There
is no conscription in Japan, but it is very likely for people in Japan to be enforced
to cooperate with military operations in time of war or emergency. The right to

conscientious objection in this case should be granted.
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Summary

The present study examined the effect of self-training program for kindegarten
teachers in charge of handicapped children in a short period. The training program
consists of 2 steps. First, VIR monitoring that recorded about teacher played with
child, using self-check list. Secondly, reading three kinds of leaflet that written
about communication method to autism, then teacher played with child again. This
program conducted 3 times. The results were that the amout of discriminative
stimulus behavior were increased by both teachers, but reinforcement behavior were
increased by only 1 teacher. These results were discussed the effect of this
training program in a short period .

Occupation by the Allied Forces
and the Educational Scene in Ehime Prefecture

After the occupation, a Military Government Team was stationed also in Ehime
and it was changing its system in accordance with the progress of occupation policy
to disappear gradually within about four vears. The superintending control of the
Military Government Team covered all of the prefectural administration organs, and
laid special emphasis on education as one of the subjects to be controlled. The roll
of the Military Government Team in the educational scene was that they visited the
educational administration or schools to eliminate militaristic and ultranational-
istic prewar days’ character which still reflected in teaching contents or physical
training and to introduce the new education based on the principle of American
democracy

In Ehime prefecture, after 1946, the school inspection by Ehime Military
Government Team was executed unannounced, which caused rather unsettled condition
in the educational scene. However, on the whole, the inspection of the Military
Government Team was, if only they confirmed that their orders were observed,
carried out in such a frankly atmosphere that they left good impression on the
educational scene. Since they had occupation power backing, the guideline of the
Military Government Team naturally had a compulsory aspect, which, as a result, was
effective as to introduce American democratic education into the educational scene
in Ehime
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Summary

This article tries to analysis the effect of the care services for elderly people
in society and the nursing leave system and other care support systems in workplace
in Ehime prefecture and study the comprehensive care support system. The results are
as follows.

First, carers have many problems, mental and physical burden, difficulty of caring
the elderly family sufficiently continuing to work. Seconderly the nursing leave
system contributes to reduce the mental and physical burden. But other systems,
social services and other care support systems in workplace, do not contributes any
topics of carers consciousness. Thirdly, using two systems together is effective
and especially taking a certain length of rest and using flexible care support
system and social services is the most effective combination.
